Exhibitors making the final drive from age divisions with more than one heat or drive will receive a pin.

Division 101 – Junior Beef Showmanship Champion Contest

All youth entered in either the Junior Feeder Calf Show, Junior Market Steer Show or the Junior Beef Heifer Show are 
eligible to compete. Junior Beef Showmanship Champion Contest will be held on Sunday, October 16 at 8:00 am, in 
the Jim Graham Building. Animals taken into the ring for showmanship must be entered in the showmanship 
exhibitor’s name in the corresponding show.

Division 102 – Junior Swine Showmanship Champion Contest

All youth entered in the Junior Market Barrow Show or the Junior Breeding Gilt Show are eligible to compete. Junior 
Swine Champion Showmanship Contest will be held on Saturday, October 15 at 5:00 pm in the Expo Building. 
Animals taken into the ring for showmanship must be entered in the showmanship exhibitor’s name in the 
corresponding show.
